It was discovered by a St
Andrews Drive resident when she
found peacock feathers in her yard.
The suspicion that it might have
been her dogs that attacked the
peacock when inside her property,
later proved to be unfounded,
because her large, vicious dogs
would certainly have killed or
maimed the peacock if that was the
case. She discarded the feathers in
her wheelie bin and reported the
incident.

It is now believed that two young
teenage boys from the vicinity had
caught and plucked the bird. A
Bermuda Beach resident, Roy
Gillson, saw them playing with
peacock feathers in the street and
reported this. It is also believed that
the same boys were involved in an
earlier incident when live guinea
fowl chicks were thrown down a
drain, ducklings trampled and
several Egyptian geese injured.

The incident is seen as a very
serious offence. The hapless
peacock that will not be able to fly
for at least a year was otherwise
unhurt, but must now be assisted by
bird loving residents to reach his
sleeping place on the balcony of a
St. Andrews Drive home at night.
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WHILE the fate of unwanted, exotic mallard ducks seems to be sealed (see
page 14) at last indigenous Cape yellow-billed ducks, plentiful before they
were driven away by the mallards, have returned to Greenways in

substantial numbers.

Sponsor’s table with the excellent prizes
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Anno 2011 was a steady, reasonably uneventful year for Greenways. Here are some of the
highlights as recorded in Greenways News of which three issues, since it became a quarterly, have

appeared so far this year:
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Annual general meeting: Thanks to an
amendment to the Constitution which lowered
the requirement for a quorum from 25% to 15%,
a quorum was reached at the first attempt at the
2011 AGM on March 24. This saved
approximately R10 000 for a follow-up meeting.
A levy increase of R50 (excl) was accepted and
the present Trustees returned unopposed under
the leadership of Anton Abrantes.

Property sales: Four houses sold during the
first quarter fetched between R1,45 million and
R2,9 million. A beachfront plot was sold for
R2,48 million.

New rules: Fines for not picking up dog pooh
were raised from R250 to R500 while long-term
tenants of free standing homes would be
allowed to keep animals, in future.

Greenways Properties: Some R640 000

was still outstanding.

Improvements: Two new bridges over the
Soet River at R250 000 each were approved.

Visitors: 44 380 entry permits issued during
the past year, while 602 people were turned
away at the beach front. Eight serious security
breaches reported.

Environment: Removal of mallard ducks and
carp from Laguna dam considered. R500 000
kept in reserve for coastal protection.

Security: New card system for domestics =

introduced. New booms installed at entrances.

Golf: Safety nets for fairways along Gordons
Bay Road to be investigated
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Security: A spate of burglaries, probably from
inside Greenways, occurred in the vicinity of
Muirfield Crescent, Turnberry Close and Laguna
Beach. Guarding at the vulnerable empty Caltex
site in Gordons Bay Road stepped-up.

Weather: Extreme cold and heavy rain, yet
less than previous winter, experienced.

translation.
Used as a
verb, it can
express any degree of roughing
up. As a noun, it is a pejorative, as
they politely say in dictionaries, to
mean whatever you want it to mean.
And there's no good translation for
"skiet-en-donner".

Thanks to the exodus since 1994, the Afrikaans
language, although under immense pressure in
South Africa due to political correctness, is alive
and well in many parts of the world.

The full
Afrikaans expression is “kak en
betaal, is die wet van Transvaal.”

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SERVICE PROVIDERS UNDER SCRUTINY TO SAVE MORE MONEY

WITH THE budget for 2011/12
and the AGM around the
corner, the annual battle in
Greenways to balance the
books amidst rising inflation
and ever increasing running
costs such as upkeep, security,
salaries, electricity, etc; and the
need for capital improvements,
but at the same time keeping a
rise in levies limited, has
begun. It is no easy task, but to
save money is paramount.

There is, however, light in the
tunnel. The security equipment

leased over a period of five years at
R387 000 per year has finally been
paid off, while the supplier,
Provicom, that was also responsible
for maintenance has been replaced
due to poor service. Electronics
experts, Xone, chosen from six
companies invited to tender for the
maintenance of the system, took
over on December 1 at R12 540 per
month exclusive of a reserve
required for the replacement of
faulty / outdated equipment as and
when required. This means a
substantial saving.

Next to be tackled is the guarding
company for the past seven years,

Korserv, who currently receive R115
800 per month for seven guards, but
request an increase of 9,8% for
2012. This will push its earnings
from Greenways to R126 000 per
month. With the current rate of
inflation at 6% this is regarded as
unjustified. Tenders from six
companies, amongst them Korserv,
are now awaited. A substantial
saving in this area is also hoped for.

The only service provider that was
not under scrutiny in order to save
money was the gardening
contractor, Servest Turf. It's current
monthly fee of R78 000 increased by
8,9% to R85 246 on December 1.

Although higher than the going
inflation rate (to make provision for
variable fuel and fertilizer prices) it
was regarded as acceptable in view
of its excellent service record. No
tenders were therefore requested in
this respect.

Some progress has been made in
the collection of monies from former
Greenways Properties owed to
Greenways in terms of an earlier
court order. An amount of R54 000
was recovered in October.

There are still further monies
owing but, due to the high legal
costs involved, it is now being
seriously considered whether this
matter should be pursued any

further.

ETIQUETTE ON THE COURSE:

Pace of play

Play at a good pace and keep up. It's a group’s
responsibility to keep up with the group in front. If
it loses a clear hole and it is delaying the group
behind, it should invite the group behind to play
through, irrespective of the number of players in
that group. When a group has not lost a clear
hole, but it is apparent that the group behind can
play faster, it should invite the faster moving
group to play through.

BEFORE COMMENCING YOUR ROUND

Put an identification mark on your ball.

Count your clubs. You are allowed a maximum of
14 clubs.

DURING THE ROUND:

Don't ask for advice from anyone except your
partner (i.e. a player on your side) or your
caddies. Don't give advice to anyone except your
partner. You may ask for information on the
Rules, distances and the position of hazards, the
flagstick, etc. (Rule 8 — 1) .

Don't play any practice shots during play of a
hole. (Rule 7 — 2)

EYE FOCUSING

This ability is important for determining the
relative position of the ball and the hole. Your
eyes need to be able to focus from the ball to the
hole and back again. Within your eye is located a
lens that can focus like the zoom lens on a
camera. Unfortunately, not everyone has the
same ability to quickly and fully adjust this range
of focus. Typically, this results in the mistiming of
an easy shot

DEPTH PERCEPTION

This is the ability to judge distances. It's
obviously important that you can easily judge the
distance to your target on the fairway or green.
Your judgement can be accurate only if both
eyes are well coordinated and pointing in the
same direction. If you consistently over or
underestimate the distance to your target, poor
depth perception may be at fault.

PERIPHERAL AWARENESS

This ability enables you to see the area around
you. This not only gives you better balance but
also assists you in being aware of the flag, as

&l
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well as the undulations on the course when you
address the ball.

VISUAL SKILLS FOR GOLF

Of all the senses we possess, sight is the most
important in many aspects of our life, especially
sport. The eyes lead the body. Now, imagine that
every other element of your training is 100
percent. Your endurance, strength and flexibility
are good. Your mental awareness is brilliant and
your technique is as good as the golfing gods
permit. Now, close one eye and try hitting a golf
ball. It's difficult because most of the information
we take in during a golf swing comes through our
eyes. If your brain is receiving not enough
information from your eyes ( garbage in), then
your golf swing will produce a deficient response
(garbage out). So, if the muscles in your eyes are
not fit, you will not be able to take full advantage
of your other strengths.

On the
insistence of Greenways the former
underground parking area was
enclosed with brick walls by Caltex
to keep out vagrants, loiterers and
potential thieves.

Greenways’ security is however
still at risk. It remains relatively easy
to enter Greenways from the street
level concrete deck. An additional
camera has been installed at this
wvulnerable point while it is also
under constant guarding. The
problem will hopefully be solved
finally once the site is sold for re-
development. The site is still on the

market.

Many Greenways residents are of
the opinion that it should be bought
and incorporated into Greenways
for the development of a retirement
home with frail care facilities for
elderly people who need to scale
down but want to remain in
Greenways.

capital projects, for which funds
were allocated, when they were
approved at the two past AGM'’s. Mr.
Taljaard acknowledged this, but
claims that the worsening economic
situation called for reconsideration
and a moratorium on increased
levies.

Meanwhile the alarmingly high
arrear in levies which stood at R380
000 in August this year came down
to R238 000 in October. A further
minimum reduction of R67 000 is
expected in November where this
amount was collected from one
owner in arrears.
